The above Order made on 26 May 2022 , if confirmed as made, will modify the 
Definitive Map for the area by:- 
 
1. Adding a length of restricted byway from Shingle Hall to Severs Green.

Road South, Chelmsford, Essex, CM1 1QH, to arrive not later than Friday 7 October 
2022, and it is requested that the grounds on which it is made are stated. 
 
If no representations or objections are duly made to the Order, or if any so made are 
withdrawn, the Essex County Council, instead of submitting the Order to the 
Secretary of State, may itself confirm the Order.  If the Order is submitted to the 
Secretary of State for the Environment, Food and Rural Affairs, any representations 
or objections, which have been duly made and not withdrawn, will be sent with it.
